Resources to support

e Laughs and smiles in role.

transport & travel, animals, etc.

e Vocabulary linked to rhymes & stories.

e Language associated with different roles — family
members, different jobs, taking messages, using the
telephone.

e  Giving instructions and directions.

e Language associated with different situations —
sorting out problems, enquiring, complaining, etc.

e ‘pretend’, ‘character’, ‘role’, ‘act’
